Unity & Division in the Body 

Part 1 – Unity – The Desire of Yeshua 

John 17:1-26 

▪ Verse 1 Esteem/honor from the Father is for the purpose of esteeming/honoring 

Him 

▪ Verse 3 Everlasting life defined as “knowing” the Father and Son 

▪ Verse 4 Yeshua esteemed/honored His Father by accomplishing the work the Father 

gave Him to do. 

▪ Verse 6-8 Yeshua revealed the Father’s “Name” (authority, nature, character…) 

through receiving and guarding the Father’s Words in belief 

▪ Verse 9 What does this verse say about praying for those in the Body vs. praying for 

those in the world? 

▪ Verse 10 How is Yeshua esteemed/honored in us? 

▪ Verse 11 There seems to be a connection here between no longer being “in the world” 

and “coming to” the Father 

▪ Verse 11 Yeshua asks the Father to guard those that are His so that they/we might be 

one as (in the same type of relationship as) He and the Father are one 

▪ Verses 12-13 What does it mean to have Yeshua’s joy completed in us? 

▪ Verse 14 The world hates us because we, like Yeshua are not of the world 

▪ Verse 15 We are not to be taken out from the world…we are to keep away from the 

wicked one 

▪ Verse 16 Is this verse true…for you? 

▪ Verse 17 Are you set-apart in the Father’s truth, the Word 

▪ Verse 18 It is those that have been discipled by Yeshua that are sent into the world 

▪ Verse 19 Yeshua did all that He did so that we, if we imitate Him would be set-apart 
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▪ Verse 20 Yeshua was praying for all those in the future who would believe because of 

the testimony of the disciples 

▪ Verses 21-23 This is Yeshua’s heart and desire for His disciples with the result being that 

the world would know that the Father sent Him 

o Eph 4:11-25 

▪ Verses 24-26 Yeshua desires that we be with Him where He is… 

o Before we can be where He is physically we must be where He is in 

heart mind and actions
